Why celebrate blood? Why celebrate the Precious Blood of Jesus Christ? There might be 
some that object to celebrating blood they might argue that celebrating blood makes them  feel 
uncomfortable or say that it is gory to celebrate blood, even if it is the Precious Blood of 
Jesus.  I will not disagree that celebrating blood, even if it is Christ’s blood it is gory and in 
way it makes me feel uncomfortable.  But in celebrating the precious blood of Jesus we 

celebrate freedom, we celebrate life, and we celebrate a relationship with our God. 
This weekend as a country we celebrate the 4th of July and in celebrating we celebrate our independence and 
our freedom. This weekend in a parish served by the Missionaries of the Precious Blood we are celebrating the 
feast/solemnity of the Precious Blood of Jesus Christ and in celebrating the blood of Jesus we celebrate 
freedom.  In celebrating the blood of Jesus we celebrate our true freedom. For it is in Jesus shedding his blood 
on the cross that we celebrate our freedom from sin and death. 
In celebrating the Precious Blood of Jesus we celebrate a freedom that can never be taken away from us.  In 
celebrating the Precious Blood of Jesus we celebrate life.  In the Israelite practice it was believed that very life 
of a living being was in its blood.  With our modern understanding of science, we might look down on this idea. 
But you know with just a sample of your blood it can tell a lot about the life that is going on inside of us.  
But most importantly in celebrating the Precious Blood of Jesus we are not only celebrating freedom and life 
but in celebrating the Precious Blood of Jesus, we celebrate a relationship with our God.  We celebrate covenant 
relationship with our God. A contract and a covenant relationship share a lot of things in common, both are 
relationship agreements.  What makes covenant different is once, one enters it is forever binding, the 
relationship can never be broken. 
At our baptism we entered this covenanted relationship with our God and through our baptism we received an 
indelible, permanent mark on our lives, often times we do not think of that mark. We do not see this mark. 
We commit ourselves to this covenant relationship through the grace of our baptism and renew commitment to 
this covenant relationship through the gift of the Eucharist. For it is through the gift of the Eucharist that Christ 
offers his blood for us as the new and everlasting covenant, it is in our receiving that we commit ourselves to 
the covenant.  
Through the precious blood of Jesus we celebrate a God who is self-giving of himself.  As Christ gives himself 
out of love for us we are called to do the same for each other and we are called to do this for each other.

PARENT SESSIONS are required by the Toledo Diocese for Infant Baptism, Confirmation, First Eucharist, and First Penance.  
PARENTAL BAPTISM CLASS – Next classes will be  May 15 & September 18, from 9:00 – 10:30 AM, in room 15, in the parish center - 
presented by Deacon Don Inkrott. Pre-register by calling rectory (419-538-6928 ).  Stop by rectory to pick up your book.  
WEDDINGS: The Toledo Diocese requests all dates be set at the rectory at least 6 months in advance. Pre-Marriage Class required. Parties who 
recently joined our parish who do not live within our parish boundaries, or who do not belong to a family already registered in the parish; need to be 
aware that we cannot schedule a wedding date until six months after the time of registration.  The normal six-month preparation period would apply from 
that point. Normally only parishioners and those related to our parishioners marry here. Any other person needs prior permission of his/her pastor.
