2nd Sunday of Lent 

 Today we encounter the Transfiguration of Jesus. Jesus takes Peter, James, and John up a high mountain. Jesus’ 

clothes become dazzling white. Jesus is suspended in the air and he is speaking to the Old Testament figures Moses and 

Elijah. This captures the attention of Peter, James, and John.  

The 

Father wants Peter, James, and John to pay attention to Christ. God the Father wants us to listen to Christ’s words in the gospels. Jesus has 

the words of eternal life.
