Today we celebrate the Ascension of the Lord. We see in today’s gospel, “Then he led 
them out as far as Bethany, raised his hands, and blessed them. As he blessed them he 
parted from them and was taken up to heaven. They did him homage and then returned 
to Jerusalem with great joy, and they were continually in the temple praising God.” The 
apostles and the Blessed Virgin Mary were present when Jesus ascended into heaven. 

What a marvelous sight that must have been. What I find interesting is that Jesus did not 
ascend into heaven in front of all the people of Jerusalem. Some say this would have brought more 
believers to the faith right away. But Jesus worked many miracles on earth before he ascended into 
heaven. When is it ever enough? There is no convincing everyone. Jesus worked many miracles in front of 
the Pharisees. But some of them thought this was all trickery on Jesus’ part.  
As Catholics we just have to believe. We have to trust what the church teaches us. You won’t have proof for 
everything you believe but you just have to trust Jesus when he teaches. You can spend your whole life 
doubting and standing far off being an onlooker to the faith. Jesus tells us, “Blessed are those who do not see 
yet believe.” 
Young people, get those rosaries out this summer. You prayed one rosary a week in religious education. Keep it 
up. Don’t stop now, you have come to far. Maybe come to 8am mass during the week. In the gospel we see that 
the   followers of Christ were continually in the temple praising God. Go the extra mile and go to mass on the 
weekday. This would be a good way to meet your new pastor Fr. Matt. God bless you all.
