Hello Everyone,

I hope you all are doing well. Here is an update on the second half of the spring semester here at the seminary, but first,
thank you for your continued prayers and support. Especially, thank you to all who have supported the Annual Catholic
Appeal for the Toledo Diocese. It was great to have been able to help out during the Easter break back at home at St.
John's, Glandorf, and also at Holy Family in New Cleveland, as well as having a chance to visit with many family
members and friends.

Well, this semester has been better than the fall semester, but it has still been rough. Covid restrictions that the seminary
put in place are slowly easing up somewhat. [ will definitely be ready to be back helping in a parish this summer. Here at
the seminary, so much of the focus is on academics, that unfortunately, it can be easy to forget the pastoral, human, and
even spiritual side to formation. But the realization I long to help in the parish is further confirmation that I am called to
be a parish priest and not a teacher at the seminary. I realize that I need to be with the people. As Mark Famuliner, a
seminarian friend of mine, says, we are to be with them in the "happys and crappys" of life to bring them encouragement,
comfort, and the sacraments.

Over spring break Mark and I headed south to Mobile, Alabama, where Mardi Gras was founded. We stayed and visited
with people that Mark knew from his time down there with the Jesuit Volunteers. It was a great place to visit. Good
people, good food, right on the Gulf of Mexico; it is a place I hope to visit again and again.

Recently those of us in First Theology received the Ministry of Lector. The rite of Institution of Lectors is one of the
ministries seminarians receive before ordination. Instituted Lectors from this rite are entrusted with reading the Sacred
Scriptures during Mass and the Liturgy of the Hours.

I am currently doing the Consecration to St. Joseph, which I will finish on May 1st (Feast of
St. Joseph the Worker). This book has been great and has taught me so much. Not just about
St. Joseph, but also what it means to be a father, and in my case, as a spiritual father. This
year, please take some time, with it being a year the church has dedicated to St. Joseph, to
do this consecration. To be a dad means you have a child, but to be a father means so much
more. | highly recommend it, especially for all men, from high school to the elderly. Maybe
make it a Father's Day gift this year.

In reflecting on the state of our society, especially over the last few months, and in
discussing several of these topics with my fellows, it is very evident that we are now living
in a pagan society that still has some Christian trimmings. Less and less believe in the
Christian faith, and we see the faith, family, and TRUTH under attack. And if we truly
believe in our Catholic/Christian faith, we need to be standing up for Christ in both our
words and deeds. It is better to follow the path that leads to Jesus through the narrow gate
than to take the easy road of the world to destruction. Just look to history; when the Catholic
Church was/is persecuted, that is when it is purified and ends up growing; for holiness and TRUTH attracts and cannot be
denied. Whoever wishes to save their life will lose it, but whoever loses their life for Christ will find it (Matthew 16:25).

Once the school year is over, I will be back around Glandorf before doing some traveling this summer, both before and
after my eight-week summer assignment. At the end of May, [ will be heading out to Kansas City/St. Joseph, Missouri, for
their priestly ordination and to see friends. Before that, I will stop in Dubuque, lowa, and then Hannibal, Missouri (home
of Mark Twain). In August, I will be going with some seminarians to Acadia National Park in Maine.

Over the last two summers, | have been in some great parishes: St. Nicholas in Miller City and Holy Family in New
Cleveland, and St. John the Baptist in Point Place and St. Michael's in Toledo; and I am looking forward to my
assignment this summer at All Saints Parish in Rossford, with Fr. Anthony Recker.

ANNOUNCEMENT: Playing any sports this year? You are expected to attend both the Fall & Winter sessions of High School Religious
Education Groups or Grade School CCD Classes---plus weekend Saturday or Sunday Mass. This includes all players, coaches and their families.
Attendance at these groups/classes will be monitored and reviewed. For each class missed (which is not an excused absence) you will be sitting
out one game.—To play CYO sports, the following are the only excused absences from CCD: sickness, death in family, college visitation
day, parish sponsored event, sport tournament games only with O-G athletes/fans involved, and work (up to 3 missed CCD classes due
to work). After the third absence due to work, the player is not permitted to play in a game until he/she returns to CCD class. All other
reasons are unexcused. Parents, if your child is sick, please call his/her teacher/leader before class. If necessary, the Parish Council will review
attendance or unexcused absence issues on an individual basis.
